Dear Mr. Smith,

This letter is to share with you that I am caring for your client, Mrs. Sally Jones who was in an accident on May 31, 2011 and started care with me today. 

I am writing for 2 purposes: first is to request that you send a written request for "release of records" so that I can forward to you all of Mrs. Jones records in a timely fashion. Myself or my staff will reach out to you verbally over the next few days to update you in her condition so that you can set your files accordingly. After 6-8 weeks of care, if we have received the executed release of records, we will bundle all of the findings and send them to you as a matter of business, so you can proceed expeditiously on your case and not have to run after the records.

Secondly, in today's medical-legal insurance environment, it has become a customary for carriers to order independent medical examination (IME's) often very early in care. Unfortunately it has been my experience that too many of these reports are inaccurate, negatively inflammatory with some either bordering on, or being fraudulent. It is the policy of this practice to not take these documents lightly and we will aggressively respond and rebut any inaccurate findings as part of our normal course of care upon request. 

Lastly, upon the completion of care we will perform a subsequent examination a few short weeks after the end of active care to allow Mrs. Jones to reintegrate back into her repetitive lifestyle. Once performed and upon request, we will conclude a final narrative report.
